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5G AND IT°S ECONOMIC

IMPACT

5G is the 5th generation of mobile network.
A significant evolution of today’s 4G LTE
network. 5G has been designed to meet the
very large growth in data and connectivity of
todays modern society. The internet of things
(IoT) with billions of connected devices and
tomorrow’s innovations. 5G will initially oper-
ate in conjunction with existing 4G networks
before evolving to fully standalone networks
in subsequent releases and coverage expan-
sions. Though 5G systems were expected to
be in the market by the end of 2019, it is’t till
launched and available in the market due to
the current pandemic COVID-19. The key
enhancements are land line placement and
more advanced antenna technology.

In addition to delivering faster connections
and larger bandwidth, it’s very low latency
(fast response time) makesit unique and
advantageous than the previous generation of
mobile networks. Latency is the time taken
for devices to respond to each other over the
wireless network. In comparison with 3G
networks which had a typical response time
of 100 milliseconds and 4G is around 30
milliseconds, 5G will bas low as 1 millisecond.
This implies that 100 times and 30 times faster
than 3G and 4G respectively. When we look
into downloading speed, 5G’s downloading
speed is 10GB per second which is more than
60-fold of that of 4G which is 140Mb per
second. When we interpret this in our day to
day life, it means using a 5G network we can
download a 3-hour 1.2GB HD movie as the
speed of eye blink. However, to download
this much capacity movie using 4G it takes
several minutes assuming that the connection
is very strong. With 3G network which has

a downloading speed of 14MB per second at
most, requires much more time than the fore
mentioned mobile network technology to
download the same capacity digital file.

5G will enable instantaneous connectivity

to billions of devices, the Internet of Things
(IoT), and a truly connected world. It will
provide the speed, low latency, and connectiv-
ity to enable a new generation of applications,
services, and business opportunities that have
not been seen before. Massive machine to
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machine communications, Ultra-reliable low
latency communications, Enhanced mobile
broadband are the three major categories of
use of 5G. Massive machine to machine com-
munications also called the Internet of Things
(IoT) that involves connecting billions of
devices without human intervention at a scale
not seen before. Due to this benefit of 5G, our
cell phone will enable us to communicate with
our home appliances like refrigerators, lap-
tops, desktop computers, washing machines,
lights, smart TVs, security cameras,dishwash-
ers, thermostats, and kitchen appliances with-
out our interventions. Humans will become
much more surrounded by network operated
devices have ever seen before. Ultra-reliable
low latency communications mission-critical
including real-time control of devices, indus-
trial robotics, vehicle to vehicle communica-
tions and safety systems, autonomous driving,
and safer transport networks. Enhanced mo-
bile broadband providing significantly faster
data speeds and greater capacity keeping the
world connected. New applications will in-
clude fixed wireless internet access for homes,
outdoor broadcast applications without the
need for broadcast vans, and greater connec-
tivity for people on the move.

5G will enable the connection of billions of
devices for our smart cities, smart schools,
and smart homes, smart and safer vehicles,
enhance health care and education and
provide a safer and more efficient place to live.
New and Emerging technologies such as vir-
tual and augmented reality will be accessible
by everyone. Virtual reality provides connect-
ed experiences that were not possible before.
With 5G and VR you will be able to travel to
your favorite city, watch a live football match
with the feeling of being at the ground, or
even be able to inspect real estate and walk
through a new home all from the comfort of
your couch.It enables us to use highly efficient
machines virtually through cloud computing.
For example, if the project we are working
needs a highly efficient computer with high
data and graphics processing speed, we just
use such a computer found in Europe or
America virtually using cloud computing with
the aid of this instantaneous and super high

speedy network. All artificial Intelligent (AI)
that needs high-speed connection, low latency
real-time data processing will flourish and
come to existence due to the help of this 5G
mobile network.

Initial 5G services commenced in many coun-
tries in 2019 and widespread availability of
5G is expected by 2025. The prime benefits of
5G devices will be significantly faster speeds
in data access, downloading, and stream-

ing content. Besides, 5G devices will have
increased computing power and make use of
the lower latency, meaning that the devices
will enjoy virtually instantaneous connections
to the network, as well as greater connectivity
when on the move due to the use of advanced
antenna beam steering.

The massive demand for efficient and reliable
communications systems has motivated
researchers and network designers to study
communication systems that operate in the
microwave and millimetric wavebands.This
is due to congestion in lower frequency spec-
trums and increasing demand for large band-
width and high channel capacity.Thus, when
5G is fully functional in a millimetric wave
bands 30GHz-300GHz. Communication sys-
tems operating in these frequency spectrums
must have low propagation distance and low
antenna size as antenna size is approximately
1 tenth of the operating frequency. Therefore,
when 5G is fully flourished we will see so
many antenna cells in our villages mounting
in high buildings and towers more than ever.
Due to this receiving and transmitting anten-
na density, our atmosphere is full of high-fre-
quency electromagnetic radiation. Though it
is not yet proved, some scientists suggest that
this high-frequency electromagnetic radiation
may harm the environment including human
beings.

Mobile handsets, tablets, and hot spots
equipped with 3G, 4G, and 5G connectivity
were launched in 2019 and low latency and
wide spread machine to machine applications
using 5G will be developed in the coming
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years. Most operators will initially integrate
5G networks with existing 4G networks to
provide a continuous connection. In order

to address devices and system back-com-
patibility, issue 5G networks are designed

to work in conjunction with 4G networks
using a range of macrocells, small cells, and
dedicated in-building systems. Small cells are
mini base stations designed for very localized
coverage typically from 10 meters to a few
hundred meters providing in-fill for a larger
macro network. Small cells are essential for
the 5G networks as the mmWave frequencies
have a very short connection range. In many
countries, the initial frequency bands for 5G
are below 6 GHz (in many cases in the 3.3-3.8
GHz bands) and similar frequencies to exist-
ing mobile and Wi-Fi networks. Additional
mobile spectrum above 6 GHz, including the
26-28 GHz bands often referred to as milli-
meter (mm) Wave, will provide significantly
more capacity compared to the current mobile
technologies. The additional spectrum and
greater capacity will enable more users, more
data, and faster connections. It is also expect-
ed that there will be future reuse of existing
low band spectrum for 5G as legacy networks
decline in usage and to support future use cas-
es. The increased spectrum in the mm Wave
band will provide localized coverage as they
only operate over short distances. Future 5G
deployments may use mm-Wave frequencies
in bands up to 86 GHz.

Owing to the above description, let’s address
the question of why our planet economical-
ly developed and technologically advanced
countries rush into embrace this mobile net-
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working technology before another country.
For businesses and industry, 5G and IoT will
provide a wealth of data allowing them to
gain insights into their operations like never
before.

According to the Ericsson Mobility Report,
5G will achieve 1.5billion subscribers by 2024,
covering40% of the world’s mobile network
subscriber population. Mobile traffic is
expected to grow to 49 exabytes per month by
2021. Another 2017 study conducted by HIS
Markit found that potential global sales en-
ablement of 5G will be $12.3trillion in 2035.
According to a Cisco study, by 2022 wireless
networks will increase in usage by a com-
pounded annual growth rate of 46%. Speeds
willreach peaks of 10GB per second and de-
liver 1Gbps at 500km per hour. A new study
by Accenture revealed that the U.S. wireless
industry is prepared to invest $275 billion to
build next-generation wireless networks over
the next10 years. The economic impact of this
investment is huge; It will create morethan 3
million jobs and will add $500million to the
economy.

Let’s look at the economic impact of 5G in

a single economic sector-self driving car in-
dustry. Autonomous cars and IoT devicesare
expected to be major revenue driversfor 5G
networks. According to a 2017 study by IH

Markit, 5G networks will enable more than
$2.4 trillion in total economic output in the
automotive sector, including its supply chain
and itscustomers. 5G economic impacts in
this sector represent about 20% of the total
global 5G economic impact.

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Pedestrian walkways
in Ethiopia

Once my friend and I were out for shop-
ping; I was telling her about something till T
realized that she wasn’t nearby me anymore.
She was inside a drainage which was left
open for God knows the reason. That’s why I
decided to tell u some things about pedestrian
walk ways.

In many developing countries walking is
overwhelmingly important for lower income
groups. While most people’s mobility in our
country is walking, the consideration given

to the pedestrian paths is not enough. Even
though walking is the best solution for human
health the walkways are not friendly. They
have many risks and have no amentias like
benches that attract peoples.

Pedestrian are people who travel on foot or
who use assistive devices, such as wheelchairs,
for mobility.

In Ethiopia, pedestrian paths are often:-
Narrow: even though the widths of the walk
ways are built by the international standards
some of them aren't like that. And even if they
are made by the international standard that
doesn’t mean they can fit for our country since
the number of pedestrians is high in Ethiopia.
And if the path does not have enough space,
the pedestrians will be forced to walk in the
road ways. That most likely will cause crashes.
Pedestrian injury crash accounts for 85% of
total injury crash in Addis Ababa, at least

one person dies and eight persons are injured
everyday on average according to the police
report.
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Occupied by other activities: most of the
sidewalks in Ethiopia are occupied by road
markets, stores, bars, restaurants, etc... Some-
times “bajajs” use the pedestrian path.

Other infrastructures are placed in the path:
other infrastructures like electric poles are
placed in the middle of the path. Even drain-
ages are left open in the middle of the path.
Also garbage cans and trees are placed in the
middle which makes it hard to use the path
comfortably.

Lack of maintenance: almost all sidewalks

in Ethiopia lack quality of pavements. They
are not durable, easily gets crack and become
useless. That's why they need maintenance
that they are not getting.

Exposed for attacks (thieves): this often hap-
pen in the night time due to lack of security
and street light in the path. Most pedestrians
use the roadway at night for safety and end up
in car accidents.

In developed countries the standard width of
the sidewalks is an average of 2meters. Also
in our county the width mostly used in the
sidewalks is 2 and less meters, even when
most people’s mobility is walking.

So as an architectural student, I think much
emphasis is need to be given to the pedestrian
paths. And the continuity of the pathways
should not be measured as a factor of the total
road length and part of the mobility indicator,
but it should be considered by the width of
the pedestrian path and location of the path
as criteria for quality path. Also comfort
should be considered like, by the availability
of ramps for disables or by providing amentias
for pedestrians there should also be a buffer
between the shops and the path. So while
designing pedestrian walkways let us give
priority for safety and comfort first.

The most widely known economic
problems of the society are unemploy-
ment, inflation, recession/economic
stagnation and government budget/ trade
deficit. But we will talk about unemploy-
ment what is unemployment? Before
talking about unemployment, we have to
be clear with labor force or work force.

Labor force

There are different types of unemploy-
ment the major ones are Frictional
unemployment, Cyclical unemployment,
and Structural unemployment. Another
add seasonal unemployment but the 3 are
specific types have been identified by the
economists

Frictional unemployment

It refers to workers who are in between
jobs or in the process of relocating from
one job to another. These workers are
short term unemployed and will suffer
little economic hardship from their lack
of employment. Unemployment of this
nature cannot be eliminated. Example: an
actor or actress when the show closes.
Structural unemployment

Happens when the skills set of a worker
does not match the skills demands of
the jobs available or if the worker cannot
reach the geographical location of a job.
It can also happen when there is a tech-
nological change in the organization.

Cyclical unemployment

This is the biggest cause of unemploy-
ment that happens especially during a
recession when there is a reduction in
the demand for the company’s products
or services. These workers can be long
term unemployed can go through great
personal hardship.

Causes of unemployment
Unemployment is caused by various
reasons that come from both demand
side or employer and the supply side or
the worker .from the demand side it may
be caused by high interest rates, global
recession and financial crisis. From the
supply side frictional unemployment and
structural employment play a great role.
The impact of unemployment in the
economy; the worst possible consequence
of unemployment is loss of output. In
other words unemployment keeps the
economy inside the production possibili-
ties curve and also unemployment causes
workers to suffer financial difficulties that
may lead to emotional destruction.
